
CLENA Board Meeting 

January 11, 2010

Earl Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. and welcomed guest speakers from 

the Census and the City of Dallas. 

 

2010 Census 

City of Dallas Speakers’ Bureau representative Jose Gutierrez gave a presentation on the 

2010 Census, stressing the importance of counting every resident in Dallas County.  Each 

person represents $10,000 per year in federal and state funding to the county.  The census 

has been simplified this year to ten questions with the option to include more information 

if the respondent wishes.  The data is used for research, planning and forecasting and to 

determine political representation.  Data is kept private for 77 years, then released to the 

public.  Part-time employees are needed to conduct the census (Attachment C); more 

information is available from the local office of the Census Bureau at the Department of 

Commerce. 

 

One Day Dallas Recycling Program (attachment D) 

Gary Middleton from the City of Dallas spoke about the March 1 conversion to once-a-

week garbage and recycling pick up.  Casa Linda Estates will move to Friday pick up.  

This change will save the City 18% in transportation and personnel costs (24 positions 

will be eliminated).  Mr. Middleton shared some interesting information about recycling:  

the blue recycling bags that are widely distributed are recyclable, but the City’s recycling 

contractor pulls them out and discards them.  Plastic bottle tops are recyclable and are 

sold to a company to make dog toys.  No plastic grocery or newspaper bags are accepted 

(although they can be recycled at area grocery stores) or Styrofoam, but recycling of 

other plastics will be expanded.  Call 311 if a blue cart is needed.  Additional trash roll 

carts are available for an additional $10.50 per month. 

 

The business meeting was called to order at 7:45 p.m. 

 President Earl Johnson thanked Sarah and other board helpers for a fantastic 

holiday party.   

 He also noted that drivers continued to drive through the Hermosa triangle and 

had also damaged a resident’s front lawn.  See the Beautification Committee 

report for more information. 

 

Secretary 

 Secretary Barbara van Pelt asked if there were any additional changes to the 

minutes from the November 9 meeting.   
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 She noted  two changes that had been submitted and moved for approval to the 

corrected minutes.   

 Debbie Finger seconded the motion and it was passed. 

 Barbara asked for approval to purchase a new notebook to contain approved 

minutes and a copy of all material distributed to the neighborhood.   

 Patricia Baillif indicated she probably had a notebook. 

 

Treasurer (Attachment A) 

 Susan Hello could not attend the meeting, but Barbara presented the financial 

report which indicated there was  $9,446.02 in the bank.   

 Sarah Morgan indicated there were still a few outstanding invoices for the holiday 

party.  There was some speculation as to whether there might be some water line 

breaks in the triangle sprinklers as the water bill was higher than expected.   

 Glen Christy will check. 

 

Safety 

 Jim Hughes noted that the rash of holiday car burglaries on El Patio and Alta Mira 

had stopped.   

 Security in the shopping center has been upgraded.   

 Café Lago was burglarized. 

 A teenager who was stealing wheels from cars in Lake Highlands was caught by 

police. 

 Coyote sightings continue in Casa Linda, but there have been no new reports of 

pets killed.  Erin Bender noted that the coyotes appear to be coming from the 

railroad tracks through the park and onto El Campo and Bella Vista.   

 Patricia Baillif urged residents that spotted a coyote to take photos as both 

Channel 33 and the wildlife rescue group are trying to locate them. 

 

Membership 

 Michael Janicek could not be at the meeting, but contacted Debbie to say that 

work on the directory continued.   

 Changes will be accepted through the general meeting on April 13.   

 The board has accepted responsibility to check listings for accuracy. 

 The board would like to review the map for the directory. 

 

Beautification 

 Glen Christy will get the keys for the sprinklers from Michael and check for 

leaks.   

 There is a beautification committee meeting scheduled for 4 p.m. on Jan. 31 at 

Glen’s house (1255 N. Selva).   

 His goals for 2010 are to  

o have professional landscapers draw up plans, landscape and maintain the 

triangles 

o conduct successful plant sales in spring and fall to pay for the maintenance 

of the triangles  



o revisit the plans to create neighborhood gateways and DART stops. 

 Glen will present a plan to address the problems of drivers deliberately tearing up 

the triangle at Hermosa.  Ideas suggested were to put large rocks or temporary 

cameras. 

 Glen will talk with the City’s street department about possible solutions. 

 

Communication (Attachment B) 

 Debbie Finger will finish the newsletter for distribution the weekend of Jan. 15
th

. 

 New doorhanger bags need to be ordered; the board asked that she explore 

alternatives to the existing bags which are not easily recycled and difficult to 

stuff. 

 She is working with John Widhalm to refresh the website. 

 More ad sales are needed for the directory and Debbie will e-mail the contract to 

the board. 

 

External Affairs 

 Patricia Baillif said that the Casa Linda Shopping Center will install one bike rack 

per quadrant.   

 The Buckner/Garland intersection is finished.  Any additional work will be part of 

the larger Garland Road Vision project. 

 

Social 

 Sarah Morgan thanked everyone for their help with the holiday party. 

 There is interest in doing another Murder Mystery Dinner on August 14.   

 A larger venue may be needed; Sarah will investigate the pump station at White 

Rock. 

 It was decided to combine the general meeting with a block party on April 13.  

Jim Hughes will contact Mickey LeTart to ask for his assistance with the smoker. 

 May 1 is the date for the CLENA Garage Sale. 

 May 16 or 23 are the potential dates for the White Rock East Garden Tour.  Sarah 

is attending the meeting on Jan. 25 and will report back next month. 

 It was decided to combine a fall block party with the National Night Out in 

October.

Erin Bender did not have a report. 

 

New Business 

 Cindy Bourne presented an idea to make Casa Linda Estates a “green” 

neighborhood, offering scheduled shredding services, household electronics and 

chemical recycling, light bulb recycling, etc.
