Mr. Goldstein introduced himself as a general contractor, owner of DW Gold Construction and partner in the
Manchester Place Care Homes.

Mr. Goldstein maintained that this was a single family home, both in the legal definition and in the way they
take care of resident§he meeting participants disagreed.

1 He was asked if he would consider redgdine size of the house and have fewer residents; he replied
that the finances only worked with 8 residents.

1 He would not guarantee that he would never have more than 8 residents in the home.

1 He would not share the revisidor plans with attendees.

1 He wauld not consider building this as ssfory house with an elevator: too expensive and creates a
staffing problem if all residents are not together on one floor.

1 Inresponse to the assertion that he had not designed a building specifically for this cdtiad
instead copied the floor plan from the facility on Spring Valley, he said it was very similar.

1 Michael Janicek asked if he would agree to meet with an architect familiar with Casa Linda Estates an
homeowner objections who might be able to prexsdme feedback and suggestions.

0 Mr. Goldstein said he would be happy to, but had not had much luck with community
commi ttees of this kind. That they coul dn
everyone had a different viewpoint.

1 Mr. Goldstein responded that he had a portable generator and would buy one for the riopeotyed
to be necessary

In response tooncernssoicedabout what could happen to the 1438 Tranquilla property if the venture fails or if
the developer decides to sell
1 Mr. Goldstein said that he had no intention of selling the property or abandbaibgsiness he had
too large of an investment ($279.000 for property; demolition clostiss to build the new facility on
which he is paying interest).
1 He did not seem concerned about what might happen to the property if the business closes.

When askd if he would sell the property, he indicated he would sell it for $600,000.

1 That would cover his out of pocket costs to this point and pay back the investors.

1 Several different scenarios were discussed, but he does not believe the neighborhdbdrqaurehase
the property or find a buyer before construction begins.

1 Mr. Goldstein indicated that he had pulled the deed restrictions for Section Two off the CLENA website
6-8 months ago so was aware of the required setbacks and chose not to comply.

T He maintains that he is meeting the Citybds zor
binding.

1 He does not accept our Deed Restrictions and pointed out that many houses in Section Two were not
compliance with the setbacksthe deed rdgctions.

As a CLE resident noted, his passion for the business was clear, but our passion is for the neighborhood.

A caregiver who works at Manchester Place stood up to speak on behalf of the project, stating that residents
well cared for and tread like family members.

1 She said that the families of both Mr. Goldstein and Mr. Krasovitsky were at the property frequently to
visit and interact with residents.

Deliveries are made by the two owners and they are very visible at the property.

CLE resdents thanked her for coming, said they appreciated her viewpoint but that quality of care was
not really the concern here.
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She lives in Sherman.

With no further questions, Mr. Goldstein left at 8:15 and discussion moved into a tactical exploraéivh of n

steps.
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Several people were asking that everyone contact government officials at all levels

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Angry Casa Linda neighbors could have
worse problems

07:53 AM CDT on Tuesday, June 15, 2010

Fear tends to bring out the worst in people. Surely that's the only explanation for the hysteria-tinged
rage voiced by some East Dallas residents over a planned home for eight senior citizens in their
neighborhood.

Eight rich senior citizens: The proposed 10-bedroom home will charge $5,500 to $6,000 a month for
all-inclusive services, including round-the-clock care, placing it at the "luxury" end of the assisted-
living spectrum. I won't be spending my golden years in such swanky digs unless I have a very
wealthy uncle I know nothing about.

Yet some outspoken residents of Casa Linda Estates, a charming and unique midcentury
neighborhood near White Rock Lake, sound as if they're the victims of a greedy and destructive plot
that will make their homes uninhabitable.

"Over my dead body," stormed one resident to a reporter last week. "This will ruin the neighborhood,"
wailed another.

Look, all of us who have ever toted a mortgage carry an embryonic NIMBY ("not in my back yard")
defensiveness in the hidden recesses of our souls. I have entertained dark speculations about what
might eventually be built in an empty field near our peaceful Denton County neighborhood. (Trailer
park? Gas well? Processing plant for rendering beef carcasses?)

And I'm sympathetic to the argument by Casa Linda neighbors — who include a good friend of mine —
that developers were not in a hurry to acquaint residents with their plans, misleadingly calling the
structure a "single family home" in zoning documents.

But, in the big scheme of things-that-can-ruin-the- neighborhood, some developments are more
ruinous than others.

Neighbors of the vintage high-rise Cliff Manor in Oak Cliff are faced with plans to locate 100
members of Dallas "chronic homeless" population, many of whom are mentally ill, in the building.

Other neighborhoods fight to keep out treatment centers, halfway houses, apartment complexes,

subsidized housing. Sometimes they win; often they don't. Nobody gets a guarantee that their property
value will never take a hit — ask anybody in California.
