Garland Road Vision Study Funded
The money needed by the Garland Road
Vision (GRV) to fund the study of Gar-
land Road was secured. CLENA donated
$250.00 toward the $30,000.00 match-
ing funds needed to obtain the
$120,000.00 grant. We, along with many
surrounding neighborhood associations,
pitched in at the last minute to cinch

the deal. Gary Griffith came to our No-
vember board meeting to thank us. He
spoke at length about the project and
answered our questions. Mr. Griffith
told us that othe
works for Garland Road from where it
begins, just west of White Rock Lake at
Gaston and Grand, all the way east to
LBJ, the Garland Road project will es-
tablish a long -needed master plan for
the corridor. Currently, funds have

been raised which will trigger a $120K
urban design
