In an effort to keep the crime level low in our Neighborhood, CLENA is providing secu-

rity decals for your car, which are enclosed with this newsletter.  These decals will help 

residents identify vehicles that belong in our neighborhood and more importantly, iden-

tify those that donõt belong in our neighborhood.   

What You Need to Know  
¶ Each household will receive two decals free of charge.   

¶ If you need additional decals or need to replace a lost decal, the cost is $2.50 for 

each decal. 

¶ The decal should be placed on the inside of the rear window in the lower left corner.  

¶ The decals will not damage your car finish or window.  

¶ If you see suspicious activity, call 911 to report it.

From the Office of Allan Vaught  
Our District 107 State Representative Allan Vaught 

graciously attended our General Meeting in September 

and his office agreed to provide an update on the leg-

islation passed in the 81st Legislative Session.  This 

article focuses on some of the environmental and 

transportation related legislation that passed and is 

now in effect.  

Clean Coal Initiative  

With the advent of new clean coal technology, the leg-

islature crafted significant financial incentives to en-

sure that Texas remains a leader in the next genera-

tion of this field. In fact, Texas will be the first state 

in the nation to use carbon emissions from clean coal 

generating facilities to recharge depleting oil fields. 

House Bill 469 allows the comptroller to issue fran-

chise tax credits to the first three qualifying pro-

jects, and those that recover oil using carbon dioxide 

captured from a man -made emission source will also 

receive a severance tax exemption.  

Greenhouse Gas Emissions 

In an effort to reduce our greenhouse gas emissions in 

Texas without negatively impacting our business cli-

mate, the legislature passed Senate Bill 184. This bill 

requires the comptroller to identify cost -effective 

ways to reduce greenhouse gas emissions, commonly 

known as the òno regretsó approach. By December 31, 

2010, the comptroller is to submit a report to the leg-

islature identifying top -priority, no -cost, and cost -

saving greenhouse gas reduction strategies. By focus-

ing on these strategies Texas can save costs for busi-

nesses and consumers. 

Cell Phones in School Zones  

Many of you have already heard about this new law 

since it went into effect on September 1st; however, 

here are the details for those of you who are not fa-

miliar with it. House Bill 55 establishes a statewide 

ban on cell phone use while in an active school zone. 

Since 2007, municipalities across the state have imple-

mented such bans, but this law seeks to address this patch-

work approach by providing consistency state wide. Emer-

gency vehicles operating in an official capacity are exempt 

as are emergency phone calls. The bill does allow for cell 

phone use if a vehicle is stopped or if the driver is using a 

hands-free device. Additionally, the municipality or county 

enforcing this provision must post a sign at the entrance of 

each school crossing zone informing drivers of this law be-

fore issuing tickets.  

Passenger Safety  

House Bill 537 requires all occupants of a vehicle, no matter 

their age, to be secured by a seat belt. Previously, state law 

only required those in the front seat, or those under the age 

of 17 in the back seat to wear a seat belt. Now, everyone 

must buckle up no matter wear they are sitting or how old 

they are. Additionally, the law changes the definition of a 

passenger vehicle to include all 15 passenger vans and re-

quires children under the age of 17 to be secured by a seat 

belt in those vans. Lastly, the law prohibits a motorcycle 

operator from carrying a passenger under the age of 5 

unless the child is seated in a sidecar attached to the mo-

torcycle.  

Special Session and Toll Roads  

During the special session, the legislature did not grant the 

Texas Department of Transportation authority to enter into 

òComprehensive Development Agreementsó with private com-

panies to design, finance, build and maintain toll roads since 

many Texans are concerned about such agreements during 

this economic climate. Furthermore, House Bill 1 clarified 

that in the future, existing roads are not to be turned into 

toll roads, although toll lanes could still be added to those 

roads.
