The property at 1438 Tranquilla was purchased by David Goldstein, a general contractor, owner of
DW Gold Construction and partner along \Ridan Krasovitskyn Manchester Place Care

Homes www.manchesterplacecarehomey.c@asa Linda Estates residents became concerned

and alarmed when they learned that Mr. Goldstein filed a permit with the City of Dallas to build a
handicapped group dwelling. Plans submitted to the city show thatdtweyofaeility is to be

6,934 square feet with eight bedrooms, 11 bathrooms, and 10 parking spaces. Mr. Goldstein cur-
rently owns two other group hemdsbootDglukédsas
living facilities where rooms go for $5,500 to $6,000 per month.

The Federal Fair Housing Act of 1999 allows for up to 16 people with a common handicap to live

in a group home within a residential neighborhood. The City of Dallas allows up to eight unrelated
people to live together in group home without a state business license. Although the law was writ-
ten with good intention, developers are finding loopholes that alfmwffobusinesses to oper-

ate in neighborhoods zoned only for sifegi@ly homes.

While Casa Linda residents are not concerned about the people who would live in this dwelling,
they do object to the size and character of the facility and whether it conforms to current deed re-
strictions in Section 2 and City of Dallas zoning regulations. Residents are concerned about the
following issues:

T Size of the facility. At approximately 7,000 square feet, this building will be almost three times
larger than any other home in Casa Linda Estates with the exception of some homes that face
Buckner Blvd.

T Ability of the existing infrastructure (water, sewer, utilities, streets, and emergency services) to
support a facility of this size.

1 Impact of this type of facility on property values of surrounding homes and ability of home-
owners or their heirs to sell their properties if desired.

T Ability of owners to sustain the business and questions about what will happen to the building
if the business fails or if the owners sell. A building of this size cannot be converted to a single
-family residence.

T Lack of regulation by agencies such as the Department of Aging and Disability (DAD)
Safety of both residents living in the facility and residents of Casa Linda.

Concern that building this facility will set a precedent for future building not only in Casa Linda
Estates, but in surrounding neighborhoods.
